Items for this week: 
 
 **Saint Ambrose Rectory Phone System:  Recently, the rectory phone system 
was altered so that now on, weekdays from 9:00 amð3:00 pm, office personnel will 
answer the rectory phones instead of an automated answering system; however, 
there might be times when the office personnel is helping someone so that the  
automated system will kick in.  I know that in this era, there have been more and 
more institutions going to an automated system for answering calls; the caller waiting 
for the proper extension; and then hoping the right person or office is on the other end 
of the line.  To be honest, I think it is much more  
effectiveðpastoral, maybe (?)ðto have the phones answered by a real, live person.   
 Also, a, ñSacramental Emergency Line,ò has been added to the phone system.
